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Students, researchers look to -

Motorola hopes to come
with new cell in 24 hours

Students and researchers from Florida
Atlantic University's Treasure Coast and
Boca Ratan campuses are helping
Motorola. Inc. attain an ambitious goal
of reducing the time to develop a new
cell phone preduct from 24 months Lo
24 hours. .

The project, called “One Pass lto
Production,” is now completing its
{ourth year. 1t is based on investigalion
into stx critical areas: product specifi-
cation: verification; performance evalu-
ation; software development accelera-

tion iechniques; digital six sigma and
software-hardware co-design
niques. ' )
Students are divided -inte subgroups
focusing on different stages of product
development in order to [ind ways to
reduce the length of the production

cycle. Qfficials at Motorola say they look

forward to continuing their support qf
this program to achieve the companys
goal. .

“High-tech companies such as
Motorola have long used universities o
conduct essential research,” said Dr.
Borke Furht, co-principal investigator
for the project, and professor and chair-

productivity by nearly 500 fold so that a
new cell phone can be readied for proto-
typing in 24 hours after user require-
ments are received.” ’

“One Pass to Production” can help
Motorola and, at the same time, enable
FAU studenis to conduct real-world work.
To date, seven students from this FAU
project have been recruited to. work for
Motorola in Plantation.

“We are exiremely pleased with our col-
laboration with  Florida  Atlantic
University, and we expect results from
this exciting research Lo help revolution-
1ze our design process,” said Jamie
Borras, ‘one of the first appointed
Motorcla Senior Fellows, a new position
equivalent to seniot/corporate vice presi-.
dent, Motorola Mobile Devices. “The proj-
ect has identified and defined new tools
and methedologies for up Lo five times
productivity improvement., while nearly
doubling quality tevels.” .

Currently, FAU's department of comput-
er science and engineering has extended
the opportunity to work on this research
project to five students on the Treasure
Coast campus. Ankur Agarwal, 29, g
Ph.D. student who graduated this month,
and an instrector in FAU's department of
compuler science and engineering, is
spearheading this project on the Treasure
Coast campus. - _

Agarwal {s working urder the guidance
of Dr. Ravi Shankar, principal investigator
for the project, and director for the center
for systems integration, College .of
Engineering and Computer Science.

“There are numerous undergradyate
computer science students at FAU
involved in cutting-edge research such as
the "One Pass to Production’ project,”
said Agarwal. “In this process. these stu-
dents are paid through research grants
made to FAU, they gain valuable practical
experience, and they interact with Lop-
level management of the company which
helps o enhance critical skills needed for
landing a good job.”

Locsin was formally in-
ducted as a 2006 new Fel-
low in November with 54
other nursing leaders from
around the country dur-
ing the Academy's annual
awards ceremony and in-
duction banquet in Miami.

“l am very honored to be
selected as a Fellow of the
American Academy of Nurs-
ing,” said Locsin. “It is an
affirmation of my conlribu-
tions 10 nursing, and a rec-
ognition of the expectation,
value and demands of inter-
national nursing and global
health.”

Locsin  was nominated
by two current Academy
Fellows and was selecled
by the Academy's fifieen-
member Fellow Selection

Committee for outstanding

achievements in the nurs-
ing profession.

“Dr. Locsin is truly de-
serving of this special hon-
or,” said Dr. Anne Boykin,
dean of FAU's College of
Nursing. “He is passionate
about nursing and has de-
voted his life to advancing
knowledge of nursing.”

Locsin serves as visiting
professor and consultant for
several universities world-
wide. He has collaborated
on scholarly and creative
projects with colleagues and
students of nursing in Aus-
tralia, Hong Kong, Japan,
Thailand, Uganda and the
Philippines. Locsin is re-
nowned for his global work
on international nursing
education, public and global
health, and international
development. As a Fulbright
Scholar to Uganda in 2000,
he facilitated the develop-
meni of the baccalaureate
and masters in Nursing Sci-
ence curricula at Mbarara
University of Science and
Technology while working
on international initiatives
such as students and facul-
ty exchange programs, and
the school-based nursing
center.

In 2004, Locsin received
the Fulbright Alumni Initia-
tive Award for the Commu-
nity-Based University Nurs-
ing Education program. He
has been a Fulbright Se-
nior Specialist in the field
of public/global heaith and
international development
since 2005.

Locsin’s many honors and
awards include three life-
time achievemeni awards
in nursing education from
Silliman University, Univer-
sity of the Philippines and
St. Paul University Philip-
pines. In 2003, he received
the Edith Moore Copeland
Excellence in Crealivity
Award from the Sigma Theta
Tau International Honor So-
ciety of Nursing. Locsin was
named the Florida Atlantic
University Researcher of
the Year in 2006, the first
recipient from the Christine
. Lynn College of Nursing.

Locsin has published na-
tionally and internationally
on topics about technol-
ogy and caring and nursing.
He has pursued projects
and programs on holistic
nursing, aliernative and
complimentary therapies,
and arts and aesthetics in
nursing and health promo-
tion. Locsin’s research and |
scholarly endeavors rec-
ognize patients as partici-
pants in their care rather
than as objects of care. He
edited the book Advancing |
Technology, Caring, and|-
Nursing, released in 2001.
Locsin's book Technologi-
cal Competency as Car-
ing in Nursing: A Model|
for Practice, published in |-
2005, presents his middle
range theory of nursing. He | -
co-edited Technology and| .

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Yale facility may shine in Fla.

The specifics of a Yale medical school satellite in Florida are still undetermined, but the point man leading the
possible project said Monday that the facility would help Connecticut patients who winter there, conduct
clinical research and serve as a magnet for Yale-trained doctors.

Dr. David ). Leffell, deputy dean of clinical affairs at the Yale School of Medicine, also said the facility would
concentrate on care, not raising money, as some Floridians have charged.

"‘Philanthropy’ is not the purpose of this project. If patients are happy with the care they receive, they might want to
offer support,” Leffell said. Moreover, the Mayo Clinic and Cleveland Clinic have established medical facilities in
Florida, and several other major medical institutions are considering a similar move, he said.

Leffell said the potential project’s unusual genesis began with Yale doctors discussing a move to Florida for years.
Also, "For some time, patients have wondered if Yale Medical Group could have a satellite group,” he said.

"We have an affinity for our patients, and this would be an opportunity to expand our clinical base," Leffell said.

Leffell, who is also director of the Yale Medical Group, said he decided to act based on the interest demonstrated by
patients and doctors.

"The response in Florida has been overwhelmingly positive so far," he said.

Leffell, a dermatologist, is apparently largely on his own, Yale Medical School Dean Dr. Robert ). Alpern directed
guestions to Leffell. Other members of the administration and the office of public affairs said they had no information
about the possible move.

Likewise, the Palm Beach County Medical Society is in the dark,

"We know very little about the proposal,” said medical society Executive Director Tenna Wiles.

"We do have a growing population and a very qualified work force here," she said. Florida has about 380 hospitals,
extended- care facilities and clinics.

Wiles said Palm Beach County could use additional emergency specialists.
"We're conducting a physician census. Then we can tell what the needs are,” she said. Results are expected in January.

"We have not spoken to Dr. Leffell. ... We would certainly speak with them if they called. We look forward to talking to
Yale," Wiles said.

Dr. Jose Arrascue, a kidney specialist and president of the Palm Beach County Medical Society, told the Palm Beach
Post, "We already have very good people here and don’t need the extra help. This is a way for them to steal business
from the local community.”

Nevertheless, Northern hospitals building in Florida is practically a trend, Leffell said. No Southern medical centers have
set up centers in the Sunshine State, which has a large population of people 65 and older.

Meanwhile, the Cleveland Clinic has erected buildings in Naples and Weston over the past 18 years, and the Mayo
Clinic’s health care facilities and hospital in Jacksonville are celebrating their 20th anniversary.

Duke University, Johns Hopkins University, Massachusetts General Hospital and the Hospital for Spectal Surgery in
New York have all expressed interest in building branches in Florida.



The University of Miami and Florida Atlantic University are forming a medical school at Florida Atlantic’s Boca Raton
campus.

Leffell said a marketing firm surveyed Palm Beach County to see whether residents would find value from Yale medical
care.

"It’s not a goal to have franchises all over the country," he said.

Rather, Yale’s Clinical and Translational Science Award from the National Institutes of Health would allow Yale
patients in Florida to enroll in medical studies, Leffell said.

The question of who would staff the Yale facility is under consideration. Some specialists might travel back and forth
between New Haven and Florida.

A Yale center also would attract Yale medical school graduates.

Non-Yale doctors could also practice at the center, Leffell said. "We want the best doctors with the best skill sets,” he
said.
